AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 10-1.3 OF THE CODE OF THE
TOWNSHIP OF FAIRFIELD REGARDING FEE CHANGES
FOR CONSTRUCTION CODES

WHEREAS, it has been determined by the Mayor and Council of
the Township of Fairfield that it is necessary to amend the fees pursuant
to the Uniform Construction Code fee structure; and

WHEREAS, the Township has determined that the current fees
should be increased where noted.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND
COUNCIL OF THE TOWNSHIP OF FAIRFIELD, COUNTY OF ESSEX,
AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY AS FOLLOWS:

1. The following shall be an amendment to the Municipal of
theTownship of Fairfield, relating to Chapter X Building and
Housing fees as follows:

Chapter 10. Building and Housing
10-1.3 Fees.

a. The fee for a construction permit shall be the sum of the
subcode fees listed in paragraph d, 1 through 4 hereof and
shall be paid before the permit is issued.

1. Building Subcode Fees: The Building Subcode Fees shall
be:

(a)  Fees for new construction shall be based upon
the volume of the structure. Volume shall be
computed in accordance with N.J.A.C.
5:23-2.28. The new construction fee shall be in
the amount of $6-625 ($ .050) per cubic foot of
volume for buildings and structures of all use
groups and types of construction as classified
and defined in articles 3 and 4 of the building
subcode;

Fees for Rehabilitation (renovations,

alterations and repairs) shall be based upon the
estimated cost of the work. The fee shall

be in the amount of twenty-twe{$22-00} (thirty
$30.00) dollars per one thousand ($1,000.00)
dollars. From fifty thousand one ($50,001.00)
dollars to and including one hundred thousand
($100,000.00) dollars, the additional fee shall be
in the amount of seventeen{$17-00} (twenty-
three $23.00) dollars per one thousand dollars
of estimated cost above fifty thousand
($50,000.00) dollars. One hundred thousand
($100,000.00) dollars, the additional fee shall be
in the amount of fourteen{$14-00} (nineteen
$19.00) dollars per one thousand ($1,000.00)
dollars estimated cost above one hundred
thousand ($100,000.00) dollars. For the purpose
of determining estimated cost, the applicant
shall submit to the Department such cost data
as may be available produced by the architect or
engineer of record or by a recognized estimating
firm or by the contractor. A bona fide
contractor's bid, if available, shall be submitted.
The Department shall make the final decision
regarding estimated cost.

Fees for additions shall be computed on the
same basis as for new construction for the
added portion.

Fees for combination renovations and additions
shall be computed as the sum of the fees
computed separately in accordance with

items (b) and (c) above.

Minimum Fee: The minimum fee shall be forty
three{$43-00) (fifty-eight $58.00) dollars.

Plumbing Subcode Fee: The Plumbing Subcode Fees
shall be (the Uniform Construction Code Fee Schedule)

stack including but not limited to all sinks,
urinals, water closets, bathtubs, shower stalls,
laundry tubs, floor drains, drinking fountains,

$13.00) dollars each.

Special Devices: The fee for each special device,
including but not limited to grease traps, oil
separators, water-cooled air conditioning units,
refrigeration units, utility service connections,
back flow preventers, steam boilers, hot water
boilers (excluding those for domestic water
heating), gas piping, gas service entrances,
active solar systems, sewer pumps, interceptors
and fuel oil piping shall be sixty-{$606-00}
(eighty-two $82.00) dollars each.

Minimum Fee: The minimum fee shall be ferty-
three{$43-00) (fifty-eight $58.00) dollars.

Electrical Subcode Fee: The Electrical Subcode Fees
shall be: The State Fee Schedule.

(d) through (g): For the purpose of calculating
the following electrical fees, all motors except
those in plug-in appliances shall be counted
including control equipment, generators,
transformers and all heating, cooking or other
devices consuming or generating

electrical current.

Each motor or electrical device greater than one
(1) hp and less than or equal to ten (10) hp; and
for transformers and generators greater than
one (1) kW and less than or equal to ten (10) kW,
horns, exit lights, one (1) fifteen (15) kva
transformer: nine{$9-00} (thirteen $13.00)
dollars.

Each motor or electrical device greater than ten
(10) hp and less than or equal to fifty (50) hp; for
each service panel, service entrance or sub panel
less than or equal to two hundred (200)
amperes; and for all transformers and
generators greater than ten (10) kW and less

than or equal to forty-five (45) kW: ferty-three
($43-00) (fifty-eight $58.00) dollars.

Each motor or electrical device greater than fifty
(50) hp or equal to one hundred (100) hp; for
each service panel, service entrance or sub panel
greater than two hundred (200) amperes and
less than or equal to one thousand (1,000)
amperes; and for transformers and generators
greater than forty-five (45) kW and less than or
equal to one hundred twelve point five (112.5)
kW: eighty five{$85-00) (one-hundred
sixteen$116.00) dollars.

Each motor or electrical device greater than one
hundred (100) hp; for each service panel, service
entrance or sub panel greater than one



thousand (1,000) amperes, and for each
transformer or generator greater than one
hundred twelve point five (112.5) km:

four hundred-twenty-three ($423-.00) (five-
hundred seventy-six $576.00) dollars.

Sign Fees: The fee for a permit to construct a sign

shall be ene-dolar-and-eleven{$1-11} (two dollars
and fifty $2.50) cents per square foot of the surface of

the sign, whether single or double faced, provided that

the minimum fee shall be forty-three-$43-00) (fifty-
eight $58.00) dollars.

Renovations, alterations, repair and minor work fees:
The fee for renovations, alterations, repairs and minor
work shall be twenty-two{$22-00} (thirty $30.00)
dollars per one thousand ($1,000.00) dollars of costs
or any fraction thereof.

Demolition Permit Fee: The fee for a permit for
demolition of a building or structure shall be:

(a) Residential building $-6000 $ 82.00
(b) Nonresidential building +H31.00 151.00

Heating and Cooling Units: For the installation of
heating and cooling units, residential—ferty-three
{$43.00) (fifty-eight $58.00) dollars per unit. The fee
for the permit and inspection of an oil tank or oil
burner shall be ferty-three{$43-00) (fifty-eight
$58.00) dollars each. The installation of heating

and cooling units in non-residential structures shall
be twenty-two ($22.00) dollars per one thousand
($1,000.00) dollars of the installation costs.

Fees for Certificate of Occupancy shall be:

(a) New Construction: The Certificate of Occupancy
fee for new construction shall be ten (10%)
percent of the new construction permit fee,
provided that the minimum fee shall be one
hundred eleven ($111.00) dollars.

(b)  Exceptions: Certain one (1) and two (2) family
residences—The minimum fee for one (1) and
two (2) family residences less than five thousand
(5,000) square feet in area and less than thirty

(30) feet in height shall be &f{($506-00} (one-
hundred $111.00) dollars.

(c) Temporary Certificate of Occupancy: TFhere-shall
be-nofee.— (The fee shall be thirty-five
$35.00) dollars.

(d) Certificate of Continued Occupancy: The fee for
Certificates of Continued Occupancy shall be

one-hundred-eleven{$111-00} (one-hundred
fifty-one $151.00) dollars, except that the fee

for a Certificate of Continued Occupancy for one
(1) and two (2) family residences less than five
thousand (5,000) square feet in area and less
than thirty (30) feet in height shall be fifty
{$50.00) (one-hundred fifty one $151.00)
dollars.

(e) Certificate for Change of Use: The fee for a
Certificate of Occupancy granted for a change of
use shall be ene-hundred-sixty-one-{$161-00)
(one-hundred fifty-one $151.00) dollars.

(H Certificate of Approval: The fee for Certificates of

Approval shall be twenty-six($26-00) (fifty-
eight $58.00) dollars.

(g) Certificate of Compliance: The fee for
Certificates of Compliance shall be twenty-six-
{$26-00) (fifty-eight $58.00) dollars.

Variations from Code: The fees shall be:
(a) Class I Structures $ 550.00
(b) Class II and III Structures 111.00

Resubmission of Application for Variations: The fees
shall be:

(a) Class I Structures $212.00
(b)  Class II and III Structures 60.00

Building Plan Review. The fee for building plan review
shall be twenty (20%) percent of the amount to be
charged for the construction permit and shall be paid
before the plans are reviewed. The amount paid for
this fee shall be credited toward the amount of the fee
to be charged for the construction permit, but shall
not be refundable in the event a construction permit is
not issued.

Fees for inspection of equipment requested by
applicant. If any inspections are required by any
equipment encompassed by this act, by an application,

such inspection fees, in their entirety, shall be
assessed to the applicant.

Notwithstanding the above schedule of fees, a Third
Party Agency fees, any fees herein omitted from the
above schedule, and any new or upgraded fees
adopted pursuant to P.L. 1975 c. 217, the UCC Act
(N.J.S.A. 52:27D-119 et seq.); and promulgated by the
Commissioner of the Department of Community Affairs
shall be adjusted to conform to the fee schedule of the
Department of Community Affairs. Whenever the
Township of Fairfield shall contract with private onsite
inspection and plan review agencies to administer a
subcode(s) a surcharge of fifteen (15%) percent shall be
added to the relevant subcode(s) permit fee(s). The
surcharge shall apply only to subcode areas for which
the municipality has a contract with the onsite agency.
